Van Vooren suggested leveraging the city’s purchasing power and partnering with homeowner’s associations to help lower the cost of EAB treatment for residents. He estimated it would cost more than $400,000 annually to treat all parkway trees and the city would have to contract out with licensed arborists to assist.

Council discussed budgeting EAB treatment, treating parkway as well as private trees, and charging residents for treatment so the city could recoup expenses.

Eric Schutes, Naperville Park District, stated the Park District has partnered with the city on this issue and suggested creating an Adopt an Ash Tree program which would be similar to the Adopt a Highway program.

Krieger stated that as of June 30, 2011 the city had 28 vacancies, the 5.5 FTEs on the agenda are all front line, non-supervisory positions, that over the last two years the city has aggressively managed headcount in both general and enterprise funds, and in two years FTEs were reduced by 135. He stated that all vacated positions are evaluated for consolidation or elimination, that part-time positions are appropriate in some cases, and that the Personnel Review Committee explores many scenarios before requests are presented to Council.

Council discussed the FY13 budget gap, that personnel discussions should wait until the budget workshops in the fall, and encouraged hiring part-time positions or outsourcing responsibilities.  

Krieger explained that the CDBG program allocates approximately $500,000 annually, that salary can be covered from grant funds, that new job offers are made at the lower part of the pay range, and new employees will receive the Tier 2 benefit package. 

Schatz explained that no one on staff has the skill set to administer the CDBG fund, that there is a tie to planning and the comprehensive plan and responsibilities will be done better by an invested employee of the city.

Krieger stated that HUD recommends the hiring of an administrator with the continuation of review by the current consultant and that not complying with direction may jeopardize block grant money or no longer being designated an entitlement community.
