Krieger explained the TIF district, how funds can be applied, and that the developer will not receive TIF revenue. He also discussed the projections provided by the developer and that the City also conducted independent research regarding projections. 

Jeff Prosapio – petitioner, 401 S. Main, Suite 300, highlighted major financial terms and conditions for the Water Street development project including private investments, TIF revenue, land, and tax rebates. 

Diana Piedra, 127 Aurora Avenue, spoke against the proposed development. 

Bob Swininoga, 1241 Marls Court, requested that all financial information be provided to the public.

Kathy Benson, 51 Forest, discussed transparency and questioned the financial information.

Richard Furstenau, 709 Zaininger, questioned the financial information.

Bob Fischer, 91 Quail Hollow, spoke against the proposed major business terms.

Nick Ryan, Marquette Properties and 851 Mobile Court, responded to speakers comments regarding the business terms and said the City will not fund anything until the hotel and deck are built and the land is developed.

Council discussed the TIF regulations, incentive packages for other area hotels, whether a hotel on Water Street would take business from other hotels, and the public/private partnership. Council also discussed funding a parking deck from the Capital Improvement budget, the cost of bonding, and suggested a 50/50 retail tax rebate split.

Petitioner agreed to a 50/50 split.

Council discussed traffic impact payments and current grade ratings on intersections, the construction jobs that will be provided from this development.

Miller moved to adopt Resolution No. 13-016, identifying major business terms for the development of the Water Street District and direct staff to draft certain agreements including a 50% rebate on sales tax.  Second, Fieseler.

	Downtown Late Night Permit

Phil Cullen – petitioner, 4720 Middaugh, Downers Grove, discussed the proposed establishment, The Empire from Ballydoyle, and the reason for the late night license request.

Council discussed outside seating, bands, no bands on the roof, possible expansion of the first floor courtesy bathroom, sign package and possible variances, dance floor and removing tables, noise from bands and open windows, trash storage, deliveries, foundation, sight lines and security in the building, security reasons for keeping people on the main floor, types of music, architecture.
Cullen discussed the target demographic audience, said the tables are removed at 8:30 and stored on the 2nd floor. Bands play from 9:00 – 1:15. This would be Ballydoyle’s only location that is two floors. Management training is critical. Mr. Cullen employs his brother, who is a Police officer, to train security, staff, and door personnel. Ballydoyle security will notify other bars when someone has been kicked out.

Richard Furstenau, 709 Zaininger, spoke in favor of approving the late night permit request.

Kathy Benson, 51 Forest, discussed the fiscal impact and the effect on police resources.

Pradel discussed the proposal and the effect on the culture of the downtown.

Council discussed what it wants Naperville to be known “as” and known “for”, that citywide reduction in services is unacceptable, not right to ask residents to pay for additional police services for a situation which council helped create, wants Naperville to remain family friendly.  They expressed concern that the police are already facing problems in the downtown, this would add to it, and is not right for Naperville now. 

Chief Marshall discussed his concern with 400-500 people exiting the establishment at the same time as hundreds of other people on the same street.
 Council said we’ve had the problem and a new business isn’t going to create the problem.  This business will generate enough revenue to fund more police staffing. They discussed closing the street to address traffic and crowd control issues.   
Council acknowledged that the Police Department has made improvements and they have seen a noticeable decrease in criminal activity in the downtown.  They said that Mr. Cullen is a responsible operator with a proven track record, and will improve the property.
Councilman Wehrli asked for additional information on the number of parking spots required for the additional 440-500 people; for the Naperville Police Department to identify the cost and quantify the resources needed; for the City Manager to find revenue to pay for additional resources; and greater detail on the retail mix based on first floor occupancy.
