Curran stated that the firm is developing the communication plan and the customer privacy and advocacy plan. He said that Phase I of the contract expires in August 2011.

Lalvani explained how to find information on the city’s web site regarding the Smart Grid initiative and the Naperville Smart Grid Customer Bill of Rights.

Council discussed the need for staff to provide as much transparency as possible to this project, and asked if the public relations firm is addressing the health concerns that have been raised. 

Krieger stated that the radio frequency transmission of the meters is significantly less than what is found in common household items, that staff is researching potential meter alternatives and will be making a recommendation within the next few months.

Kim Hamilton, 1031 Shimer Court, stated that she is concerned about the health safety of wireless technology of the smart meter and urged Council to conduct further research.

Jim Gura, 2317 River Woods Drive, is concerned about the health risks, accuracy of billing, and privacy of the smart meter. He urged council to enact a 12 month moratorium on installation.

Geri McLaughlan, 416 Wisconsin, Oak Park, spoke about the health issues she experienced after smart meter technology was installed in her community.

Barbara Fleming, 815 S. Cayler, Oak Park, discussed overlay issues of magnetic pulse on an existing electrical current.

Joanne St. Yves, 2315 Lexington Lane, spoke about the communication of the project and is concerned about the health issues of the technology.

Dave Bendis, 2207 Mercer Court, is concerned about health risks, urged Council to do a pilot program and then a full-scale implementation.

Lisa Rooney, 2690 Wabash Court, sees the benefit of advancing technology implementation, but need to fully research the effects of such technology. 

Sym Ranken, 2620 Blakely Lane, asked Council to research environmental factors as the cause of health problems and urged Council to look at both sides of the issue before making a decision. 

Kim Bendis, 2207 Mercer Court, asked Council to delay implementation and discussed other businesses and communities that are delaying and/or discontinuing implementation for various reasons.

Council stated that the California moratorium was not for EMF, but rather for data reporting issues and that no studies are conclusive on this topic, just as the studies on cell phones are inconclusive. 

Council discussed the protection provided by the Customer Bill of Rights, stated that there is no specific reference to “health” but health issues can be seen as a violation of privacy and that the proposed Bill of Rights gives recourse to customers who are dissatisfied.

Svetlana Ostrovskaya, 1544 Towhee Lane, spoke in favor of Scott Huber’s protest.

Michael Kappel, 148 E. Bailey Unit E, disagrees with the expansion of the no sleeping ordinance.

Ely stated that the ordinance is constitutional and the city won a preliminary injunction after a 3 day hearing in January, 2010.
Scott Huber, Burlington and Ogden, stated that Dr. Borchardt has misrepresented the facts and that he disagrees with the ordinance.

Council praised legal staff for their exhaustive research, stated that this situation constitutes a commercial issue and that encampment in the downtown does interfere with businesses.

Council discussed whether Mr. Huber could be cited for violating the existing public ways and encroachment, and obstruction ordinance and stated that he is obstructing an electrical box. Council also stated that the Legal Department has made it clear that if the ordinance was expanded citywide it would be violating the Constitution, and that Option B is problematic as discussed in the agenda item memo.

Council asked Chief Dial about the existing obstruction ordinance and how it relates to camping in downtown.

Dial explained that “obstruction” is not clearly defined and stated that Mr. Huber’s belongings do not constitute an obstruction because people can walk around them, just as people can walk around someone who has stopped on a sidewalk.

DiSanto concurred with Chief Dial and stated that the city is not dealing with a static situation and that he has researched the obstruction portion of the code and it has never been applied to a person only to structures. He said that Mr. Huber is a temporary structure and questioned who he is obstructing. DiSanto explained that Mr. Huber is not obstructing a hydrant or electrical box, that he is temporarily moving along public ways, and is not on private property. He concluded that the burden is on the city, that zoning restrictions do not prove a legitimate government interest, and stated that a law can’t be so vague that a person doesn’t know when the activity goes from legal to illegal. 

Council discussed concerns with changing an ordinance which is currently being challenged in court.

Krieger explained that the ordinance states the applicant shall work with the Naperville Convention and Visitor’s Bureau and make a good faith effort to secure overnight accommodations in Naperville.

Council discussed the lodging situation that was presented to this event, the enforcement of the subject ordinance, that “good faith effort” may not be sufficient, that this event does not receive SECA funding, and the need to strengthen the ordinance for 2012 events.
