Krieger gave opening comments updating events since the August 11 special meeting and explained that to be reasonably assured that Principle 3 can be completed a 0.5% sales tax is necessary and any reduction or delay would necessitate revisiting Principle 3.

Honorable Mayor George Yukich (Homer Glen) spoke in favor of a 1% home rule sales tax and discussed how a sales tax benefitted Homer Glen.

Council discussed the demographics in Homer Glen, the number of businesses in Homer Glen, its debt and that it does not have a municipal property tax.

Rosemarie Breske Garvey, explained the Chamber’s formal opposition to the sales tax increase.

Council discussed Internet sales, that residents are concerned with garbage fee and not sales tax, and the Chamber is not objecting to the garbage fee, the extent of communication with the public, and that the sales tax was a campaign issue. 

Garvey said the Chamber supports a fair and equitable tax climate, the City is lacking a financial model, and that the sales tax has not been fully vetted with all stakeholders.

Mayer explained that, if directed by Council, staff would bring an ordinance back for a first reading on September 1 and final approval on jSeptember 15.
Dick Furstenau, spoke against the proposed sales tax. 

Krieger said that the budget has balanced since 2002 because of the  significant amount of cash reserves which were used and this is the first year that the cash balance is below recommended reserve levels.

Neil Gerald, urged Council to look at all revenue sources and not rely on one.

Council discussed taking more time to consider the sales tax, that it has not had an opportunity to evaluate the budget, whether a tax can be implemented, the length of time to pay off debt, and feeling rushed to decide. Council also discussed possible actions by the state of Illinois, implications of delay, and that the tax can still be deliberated at both September meetings. Lastly, Council reviewed protecting the AAA bond rating, that revenue from the sales tax would only be applied to building up reserves and paying down debt. 

Council deliberated the bond rating and its impact to economic development, a debt solution to address more than one year at a time, that staff has been directed to find $1.8M, that Council will have four months to review the 2016 calendar year budget, sales tax implementation is not related to changing to a calendar year budget, that delaying a sales tax will add another $4M to the City’s debt, that the Financial Advisory Board has reviewed and supports the principles, and explained that the bond rating agencies are aware of the City’s financial situation.
