	Proposed Agreement with Naperville Township Road District

Rachel Ossyra, Naperville Township Supervisor, requested the status of the intergovernmental agreement and presented Township resident questions related to delivery of service and ensuring the City performs adequately, estimated savings, service fees, and spoke in favor of the proposal and discussed the duty of providing services as efficiently as possible. 

Krieger explained the history and status of the Agreement and confirmed that the contract terms will identify the City’s service responsibilities, that the savings will come from operational efficiencies, and that the service fees charged to the Township will not change.  

Joseph Sheahan, DuPage County, spoke against the proposed Agreement and discussed the current relationship with the Township Highway Commissioner. He stated his concern regarding budget accountability and that residents will not have representation because they cannot vote for the City Council.

Krieger described the plan to add staff and create a separate district to serve the residents in the northwest portion of the community.  He also stated that the City will continue its positive relationship with the Township, the Agreement includes cost for sharing responsibilities and equipment, and that there are options for maintenance/operation and capital expenses in the Agreement that have yet to be decided.  

Council stated that Naperville is one of the first municipalities to take the initiative to consolidate government and that there is overwhelming support in the community and from other government agencies.
